LONDON, July 6.—A despatch to Reutet's Telegram Company
from Theodosia says that at 9 o’clock this morning a boat from the Kniaz
Potemkine was sent ashore and was met by an infantry fire, which killed
two men and caused seven to jump overboard.

The torpedo-boat in the hands of the mutineers fired a shell, which
passed over the town, and at noon the Kniaz Potemkine and the torpedo-
boat left the port, but continued to manoeuvre in sight of the town.

Theodosia, it is added, has been declared to be in a state of war.

ST. PETERSBURG, July 6—7.45 P. M.—The Black Sea fleet has
.gone to Theodosia, according to advices received by the Admiralty late
this afternoon. Admiral Chouknin’s warships left Sebastopol for Theo-
dosia at about npon to-day and should arrive there early this evening.
The result is awaited with the most intense anxiety.,

REVOLT SPREADS IN CRIMEA.

Such news as came from the Black Sea and Caucasius during the
day was extrem:ly alarming.

The whole Crimean peninsula is on the verge of revolt, and anarchy
reigns in the mountains of the Caucasus from Batoum to Baku.

Only brief details are available on account of the rigid censorship
established by Admiral Chouknin, Commander of the Black Sea Fleet.
Even foreign Embassies havieg Consuls at Theodosia, Crimea, have not
received any word.

At Theodosia the workmen are backing the mutineers. The crews of
several ships in the harbor have joined the mutineers, and the well-to<do
class of the population has fled in panic.

Telegrams from the Caucasus, where a state bordering on anarchy has
existed for a month, says the news of the mutiny on board the Kniaz Fo-
temkine made an electric Impression and was the signal for a general
