ESSIE. — This s the recipe for|
B witoh-hazel cream: White wax,

one ounce; spermacetl, one ounce;
almond ofl, three ounces lanoline, one
ounce, Placs thesa four ingredlants
into the Inner wvessel of the custard-
boller. Fill the outer vessel about half
full of warm water and sei over the
fire. Whhen all the ingredlents have
melted, pour the conients of the inner
vessel Into a bowl. Beat the mixtufe
constantly until cold, adding little by»
little three ounces of rogewater, one
cunce of witch-hazel and one ‘dram of
fincture of benzoin, This is one of the
very beést heailng creams made,

Peroxide as a Bleach:
RUNETTE-—Peroxide of hydrogen
B is harmless, and may be used as a
skin bleach. Before applying the
peroxide bathe the parts. to be treated
with ayater into which a little borax has
been dissolved. , Be careful not to let the
peroxide touch your eye WE Or eye-
lashes, as it'will certainly bleach them.
