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AJAX WH ITMAN STRONG COP

MANGLED BY RUNAWAY TEAM

Caught in Wheel He Has Both
Legs BrokenFeared He

Is Internally Injured

AJax Whitman the strong man of
the Police Department had both legs
broken today in an heroic effort to
stop a runaway Icewagon at One Hun ¬

dred and Twentyfifth street and Fifth
avenue He was taken to the Harlem
Hospital It is fearel thuro that be
was also internally Injured

AJax has been a bicycle policeman-
for some time and his beat lies along
upper Fifth and Seventh avenues He
was riding across One Hundred and
Twentyfifth street at 10 oclocl today
when a teem of hones as big as the
Peccheron variety scared by a passing
automobile dashed north along Fifthavenue whirling a heavilyladen Ice
wagon behind them

William Rudlou of No 2213 Fifth ave-
nue

the driver was on the tailboard
weighing a cake of Ice At the tint
Jolt of the horses he fell off on his head

The upper part of Fifth avenue is a
great promenade for nursery molds and
children and AJax realized in an In ¬

stant that there was serious danger if
the runaways swerved to the sidewalk
He spurted after the lumbering wagon
and drow alongside near the corner of
One Hundred and Thirtieth street

Caught In Wheel
Still awheel be caught at the bridle

of the flying horses One ot the big anl-
rnals Jerked up his head and whisked-
the big policeman off his wheel AJax
held on with both hands until the har-

Last Toast for Freedom Was
Followed by Suicide in

After reading today that the uprising
of the revolutionists in Poland and Rus-
sia had tailed Joseph Mertzineg
twentytwo years old committed suicide
In the home of Policeman Robert Wag-
ner

Mertzineg was a driver In the Bronx

saulting ofmen and the destruction
of property

Why a trust established-
for the purpose of selling labor de ¬

mand that no one buy labor except
from the trust and subject only to Its
terms T

Why should a tow men less than
20 out of every 800 citizens belong-
to the labor unions arrogate to
themselves the government and con-

trol of thu great majority who are
not members of the labor unions

The plain common American citi ¬

zens established a government of
tho people by the people and for tho
people They made Just laws for
their own government and protec¬

tion elect and pay their officers to
carry out those laws

Under the laws of the peoples gov ¬

ernment social and business organi-
zations

¬

can exist but all and every
organization must be subject to the
laws which protect all people

Citizens would be absolute slaves
and the government Itself totter and
fall If small but powerful bands of
men were allowed to rule the great
majority

Suppose one band takes to Itself
absolute control of all beef another
of flour another of coal and wood
and another of all labor These
would be trusts of either Capital or
Labor or both and conducted only
for the gain th members would nc

quIre by feeding off the balance of
the citizens This work has been
tried and Is going on right now The
common man has felt Arc Is
beginning to inquire

He hue borne patiently with the
members of the labor union and sym-
pathized

with the efforts to get good
I conditions In the mines and shops
and good wages Those good results
havo been secured and the common
man says Now lets havo a Square
Deal all around

But no the possession of power
has made the Labor Trust leaders ar¬

rogant and they now use their old
supporters the public as a cats paw
and burn the paw beyond endurance-

As an Illustration
Tho managers of the Coal Miners

Union a branch of the Labor Trust
seek to force the coalmine owners-
to discharge all Independent miners
and to employ only members of the
union and also demand that the
mlneowners keep back from the
miners pay the union dues to bo
turned over In a lump to the Labor
Trust magnates A wily scheme to
forco the miners themselves to stay
In the trust or not get work That
will put absolute power in the hands-
of the union managers So to bring
this about a strike Is ordered and
the word goes out to picket tho
mines Interfere with the movement-
of oars slug the independent work¬

men and a number havo been killed
march the strikers In small armies
Into the cities terrorize the people
destroy property thus keeping the
poor needy and sick from coal make
the factories all over the country
shut down and therefore take from
workmen their wages Then from
lack of money to buy food hunger
and cold will Join with general dis¬

tress to make the common people
suffer Sallies nnd the sick and weakay but that stems a necessary
part of the programme

I Make them suffer until In dire ex-

tremity they snd up a demand that
the employers bow In submission to
any demand of tho leaders of the La¬

bor Trust no matter how tyrannous-
All this occurred In the coal strike of
1902 until public opinion demanded-
