Doctor Long Missing.

Why this should be Is also a mystery,
because the Coroner was satisfied that
there was no foul play in the death of
Mr. Pool. Such odd circumstances sur-
rounded the death, hgwever. that there
was a rigid Investigation, but no au-
topsy was held on the body.

\With the publlcation of the bank-
ruptey of Dr. Gunn, the erstwhile
sha‘er in the office of Dr. Shattuck,
came numoerms creditors to the sanl-
tarlun in West Ninety-sccond street.
They Included tradesmen from far and
near and had claims against Dr. Shat-
tuck. They were all told that no one
had seen the doctor since Jan. 2, when
he left before dawn with his wife. The
creditors Inquired where he nad lived
before. They were told that no one
knew. In fact, it has always been the
custom,of Dr. Gunn and Dr. Shattuck
not to proclaim their home addresses.
No imatter how important the case, no
patiemt was ever sent to the house. Ir
it wasian urgen case, the doctor wanted
was communicated with by the only
person ‘there who knew the address,
Dr. Gunn's old home address was
Donooust, No. 210 West One Hun-
dredand Ninth street. The Doncovurt
is a fashionable apartment-house, Dr.
Gunn had rooms there on the third
floor, front, on the west side. His name
did not appear on the goor., Those who

Police Could Not Find Mim.

At the time that Mrs. Pool died the
police could ool find the dector until
he caliled on them. He was verfectly
frank in telling all that he knew of
the circumstances, but he dig not tell
his home address.

It tums out now that while Dr.
Gunn was pourting the wealthy widow,
Mrs. Pool, there was another woman
who he Introduced to friends as
Mrs., Gunn. One of the persons to
whom this woman was so imtroduced,
she alleges, is Mrs. Blizabeth Thompson,
former wife of a prominent physician
In New Jersey and one of the creditors
of Dr. Shattucl. It is her suit that
has been brought In the Harlem Mu-
nicipal Court for $6. Sbhe has another
#ult in the hands of her attorney, Her-
bert F. Andrews, No. 27 William street,
for $450, that she clalms the doctor
owes her for services as housekeever.
The $56 represents money that Mrs.
Thomeon says was given to Dr. Shat-
tuok by patients she had nursed.

Mrs. Thomson declares that Dr. Gunn
proposed marriage to her while she was
in the sanitarium. He told her, she
says, thak If he could ralse five or six
hundred doliars he would send ‘‘the
otrer woman" back to Australia and
then marry Mrs. Thomeson.

Mrs. Thomson's Story.

The end of all this romance in the
sapdtarium came when Mrs. Thomson
was ejected from the hnouse last
Thanksgiving Day. She s living with
a famlily on the first floor at the north-
west corner of Ninety-fourth street and
Columbus avenue. Her story of the
sanitarium and actions there is inter-
esting.

*“I went there a year ago to work for
Dr. Gunn and Dr. Shattuck as a house.
keeper,"” she sald {0 an Evening World
reporter, “with the understanding that
I was to recelve two dollars extra a day
for nursing patients. If I do say so, I
saved more than one life while I was
there.

*Mrs. Pool came there regularly, and
one day as she was going out, all In
black, Dr. Gunn turned to me and said:
‘That's a very rich woman, She has
been a widow less than a year.'

“It was on that day Dr., Gunn called
me into his office and told me that he
wanted to marry me. I said to him,
‘How about the other woman—the one
that you call your wife? and he replied
that she was not fitted to be a physi-
clan's wife, as she had no interest in
his work,

‘“‘Now, he smid to me. ‘you have
been a doctor's wife and you are In
love with your work. That is the kind
of a woman that I want around me. If
I can raise five or six or seven hundred
dollarg she Is willing to go back to
Australia, where she came from, and
you and I can be married.’

Old Woman Had ‘No Lawyer and
Drew It Herself in the
; Hospital.

When the Bisters at St, Vincent's Hos-
pital told old Mary Quigley that her
days were numbered, on Aug. 16, she
called for paper and a pen and ink and
painfully wrote her will, disposing of
the §1,700 she had In savings banks.
Her will s not in strict eccordance
with legal form, nor does it folfow
the rules of composition, but it
stand. It reads as folows: :

WHOLE WEEK FROM A JUROR

The deoislon of Judge Audenried, of
Philadelphia, that Louis B. Gore, a
juror in the Hill case, should not be
told of his mother's illness and death
vntll the jury was discharged haas
stirred up a wave of sentiment both for
and against the judicial action.

Gore had not been drawn on the jury
mcre than two hours when his mother
was taken suddenly ill. Although she
pleaded with her daughter-in-law to
be allowed to see her son, Gore's wife
was of no assistance. She visited Judge
Audenrfed and begged him to allow
heér husband to visit his dying mother,
but the Judge, though expressing re-
gret, said that he felt the ends of
justice might be interfered with If a
mamber of the jury should have his
mind distrasted by personal grief.

The trial 8 expected to last a week
longer, and while Gore is listening to
testimoay the burial of his mother will
take place unknown to him.
