“Then an attempt was made to
gset g lime ashore, A fireman
mamed Cigales agreed to swim
ashore. He was in the water fully
half an hour, but was usable  to,
make ilie beach,

“The ship struck in a bad spot. She is
directly q‘ the foot of a precipitous
bluft that comes sheer to the water's
wedge.

“One man was swept ashore and
succeeded in landing om a small
rock. We shot a line to him, and
he then tried to climb the eliff,
but fell and was killed befoe our
eyes. s

“One of the most pitiful incldents
‘Was that of a little bgy about flve years
old. His father, mother and two lit-
t#] sisters put off in oné of the boats,

.boat was capsized Wpd all were
drowned. The little fellow waded
mround the deck, crylng for his pa-
rents, The last I saw of him he was

Steamer Breaks Apart.

"A) Iame officer from the Concord ac-
companied by his two sisters, was also
fn the rigging. By Wednesday mom-
ing the ship was rapidly golng to pleces.

with every breaker, and it wag impos-
gible to stay on ‘deck without clinging
to a support.

*In the morning another sad calamity
oocurred. About fifteen or twenty per-
sons, among them one or two 'women,
had taken refuge in the fore topmast.
They appeared to be in the safest place

“To add to our misery the lant

wihile one of those in the rigging wiuld
Jose his hold and be gwept away to the
sharp rocks,

Followed by Curses,

“When we saw the Queen
morning we thanked  God for saving
m? company with tae
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suppose it was too dangerous for them
to attempt to save us,

“When the Topeka finally hove In
sight we determined t» make an effort
to reach her in the life raft. Few of
the men cared to make the attempt, as
it appeared to be certain death to even
try to cross the breakers. But, eighe
teen of us were willing, and we started.
With only a pair of oars the struggle
against the wind and sea was almost
too much for us.

“Part of the time we were under

water and were almost ll}ow-ed.
Nut we were impelled by despera-
tion and foaght against the ele-
ments like demons. _
«“We held one man upright in the
centre of the raft and had him
wave a shirt on a pole. When we
saw the steamer turn, we thought
she had overlooked wus and was
going away. If she had we would
have died right there,

“The waving of the shirt on the raft
reminds we that when the Queen was
first sighted the women in the rigging
even removed portions of their cloth-
ng to wave as a signal for help from
thelr positions in the rigging.

‘““When we left the ship on the naft
we tried to get some of the remalning.
women to go. but they refused. No help
can now reach them before morning, anl
the ship will then have gone to pleces.
8he was breaking up when we left her.
Bhe could not possidly have held to-
gether more than a few hours after-
ward, !

“She lles directly in snch a posi-

ton that there is mo hope of any,
one reaching shore. If the two
boats which we saw get cway and
put to sea are picked up they and
onrselves will be the only omes
srved.

Capt. Johnson lost his bearings and
ran the ship ashore. It was a dark
and stormy night, and nothing could
be meen. The ship atruck while running
Till speed.

*“We al thought we were to the south-
ward of Flattery, and after striking
Capt. Johnson proved himself a hero.
He made the statement that he would
never leave the wreck alive and I be-

the whole the people behaved well and
met their fate like men.”
