The World’s bill to abolish
hanging for murder in New Jer-
sey and to substitute the electric
chair was passed yeaterday by the
Assembly of that State by a vote
of 43 to 8, 3

It already had passed the Senate.

Now it goes to the Governor for
approval,

The bill whioch was sponsored in the
Senate by Senator Wakelee, of Rergen
County, and In the Assembly by Mr.
Mable, also of Bergen, was put to the
final test at the afternoon sessiond

Gov. Stokes undoubtedly will give his
approval to the measure, as he has
heretofore indicated that he favored the
passage of The World's bil and intl-
mated that be would not hesitate to
sign it 1f it passed the Legislature,

In advocating the passage of the bill
Mr, Mabje said:

~“This bill is for the purpose of abol-

ishing hanging In the Infliction of eap-
ital punishment and to institute electro-
cutfon In substitution thereof, as the
progressive States of New York, Massa-
chusetts and Ohio bave done with satis-
factory results. I consider that to con-
tinue tho present method will be a re-
fleation upon the State, It was once
my fate to be called on a jury to wit-
ness an execution by hanging, and the
sceno I then was compelled to witness
has left an impression upon me that I
do not think will ever leave me.
