'  SAN FRANCISCO, July 22.—One hundred and fifty-one lives have
been lost in a collision off Shelter Cove, Mendicino County, Cal., between
the coast steamers Columbia and San Pedro. The disaster, which is one of
..the most-appalling in the history of this dangerous coast, occurred at mid-
night on Saturday, but owing to the wild nature of the country the sur-
vivors were unable to communicate with the world before.

According to advices received here the Columbia was rammed and
sank ‘instantly, carrying with her one-half of her complement of pas-

sengers and crew. The San Pedro, though badly damaged, stood by,
but was unablc to do much in the work of rescue.
