It possessed sixteen
blast furnaces, 450,000 acres of coal, ore,
Iimestone and timber lands, 105 miles
of railway, and had a capacity of $50,000
tons of lron and steel per year. It
was a money-making concern, and
despite stock gambling in its ghares the
gecurities  were usually quoted well
above par,

Dividends of 4 per ceat. on common
stock were paid.

A valuable asset of the company was
a fine plant for making steel rails by
the open hearth which many
rallrond managers considered superior
in quality to those of the Bessemer
Process that the Steel Trust uses. E.
M. Harriman, of the Unlon Paclfic,
began to order rails from the Tennessee
company.

Three-fourths of the $30,000,000 of capl-
tal stock were held by a pool of men,
most of whotn are active in Wal
street speculation.
