youngsters,

Within the ra*h of Allen
as he sat at the Kkitchen table, was a
deadl* combination—a match and a
table covering of inflammable cloth, In
some way the baby got the combination
into action—possibly through hitting the
sulphur end of the match with his
spoon.

David heard a shriek of pain and ter-
ror, He saw hig brother walled in by
fire. Rushing for the door, he toddled
through the hall into the back yard,
aying, “Allen's burnin'—Allen's burn-

The women ran into the Ransey flat.
The oilcloth table cover had been de-
stroyed, the baby's clothes were burning
and he had pushed the chair over in his
struggles and was lying on the floor,
dead.
