EFFORT TO HIDE FACTS.

Even Police Refused Informa-

tion and Told to Mind Own
Business.

One man wag killed and several others

fnjured this morning In the warehcuse

of the United Elect: Light and Poy

Company, at No. 520 West Twen

fourth etreet, when a portion ¢ the
fourth floor, on which some heavy mo-
torg were stored, collapsed, dropping
the heavy machinery down to the third
floor.

The dead man was Wililam Pringle,
forty-one years old, an electrical
gineer, of No. 255 West One Hundred
and Fifty-first street. IHe waos struck
by a failing motor and died almost
eoon as heing admitted to New Yurk
Hosp!ta!

William McKenzie, of No. 217 West
One Hundred and Twenty-seventh
street, whose right foot was crushed
and legs and arms severely brujsed
Frank Brennan, of No, 22 West Ong
Hundred and Forty-fifth street, sprained
back, internal Injurfes and cuts about
the bod
Both were hurried to Bellevue Hoaspi-
tal in one of the company automobiles
Pringle was taken to the New York
‘Hospital in another
All information was denied at the
warerooms, even the pollee were told to
“mind their own busine when they
attempted to make an investigation
Employess who were questioned sa'd
they had been threatened \'.A’.:. fin-
mediate discharge if they talkeg y any-
one about the accldent

8o far as could be learned. a number

of heavy motors, weighing hetween 00
and 1,00 pounds eich were stored on
the fourth floor of the building, which
Is an old fashloned four-story structure

Pringle and the other men were work-
ing on the third fror. The middle of
the A’"'l""'. I."V‘ where the motors were
gtored suddenly gave The motors,
more than half a dozen in number, |
through to the third floor. Pringle was
crushed beneath one uctor and the
other men were struck by the f£lling
machinery.
