farm In New Jersey or at least spoke
of owning one On Lincolns Birthday

Of these facts we are sure said
Dlglllo today and we are alio sure
that Mannos four companions Wore
seen shooting Into the patch of wood
where his body was Sound It li easy-

to Imagine what happened Ht was
lured to that lonely spot surrounded
by men he believed to be friends and
shot down from all tides His body
yas almost cut to piece by bullets

and he never had a chance to defend
himself

That was no murder for robbery It
was a carefully plotted scheme to a-

nasilnate for revenge and once we
learn who li the woman in the cue
we will solve the mystery
