Mri. Minnie J. Reynolds, who lived and voted In

Colorado for many years, answered the question for
me yesterday, not vaguely and generally, but wllh

instances ol specific reforms, legislative and other-wisp- ,

brought about by the women voters of Colorado.

"Out In Colorado a brutal custom

made fashionable by Che cowboys still
aurvlves. They call 1t 'making a ten-

derfoot dance.' I auppose you know
how It's done. You shoot first at one

foot and then at the other and keep
on saying. 'Dance, you sucker, dance.'
Now, the paper pattern expert who
went out to t'olorado to investigate
suffrago says that Denver's chief of
police told htm the women of Denver
drink more whiskey than the men. I

know Chief Armetrong very well in-

deed, and I am perfectly sure that If

he ever made that statement he was
ayln under hla breath Dance, you

sucker, dance!'

What the Women Did.

"At the last election," said Mrs. Rey-

nolds In answer to my question, "the

DeOD.e of Colorado voted the initiative
and referendum!, the moat advanced
step In democracy, whdh takes the
power out of the hands of the corpora-

tions and puts it Vn the hands of the
people. There Is no doubt that the
woman's vote achieved this treat vic-

tory for he people. Perhaps a month
ago I would not have dared to make
that statement. aJxihouajh I believed It.

but I. It, atevena, editor of the Puetolo

Chieftain, and one of the moat In

fluential men In our State, credited the
women voters of Colorado wMh this
measure In a speech made at the Hotel
Actor on Dec. S.

"Of course, the corporations, the sys-
