Magistrate J. Charles Ollroy.i who

Commis-
sioner Cropsey practically admitted that
this was so, but he said that he was
ptnaled to understand why tho Inspec
tor had sought to proceed against the
club when he had no evidence. Julius
if. Mayer, as counsel for the inspector,
presented a Ibrlef detailing all the acts
of the accused officer In connection with
his efforts to suppress prixo fighting.
The Commissioner reserved decision.
