AWARDING PAY TO

INJURED WORKMEN

injury occurred solely through the
of the workman.

The rule which prevailed Jn thla
State before the enactment 0! the
tatute waa that the employer ot labor

In any occupation waa nut liable for
accidents or Injuries to his workmen
unlets they were due to some fault or
negligence on the part of the employer,
and at the tame time the workman was
thown to be free from fault or negli-
gence on hit part contributing to the
accident- - It will thut ha aeen that the
sew statute made a radical change In
the law theretofore prevailing not only
In this Htate, but generally throughout
the country.

The case at Iraue was that or Earl
Ivoa, a switchman, against the South
Buffalo Cross-Tow- n Hallway Com
pany. IveK waa Injured while at
work and brought an action for dam- -

area alleging In his complaint that;
ne was in;urca soieiy uy reason 01 a
necessary rtk or danger of his em-- 1

ploymcnt. The company admitted the
facfi. but alleged the statute under
which the action was brought wna un- -

constltutlonaJ. Tha Special Form up
held the validity of the act and It
waa also upheld by the Appellate di
vision, but by a divided court.

Spirit of Constitution.
Although admitting- tho strength of

the economic and tioclnloglcal argu-
ments adduced In support of the
statute, Judge Werner holdlthal "un-
der our form of government courts
must regard all economic, philosophi-
cal and moral theories, however at-

tractive and desirable they may be, as
subordinate to the primary question
whether they can be moulded Into
statute without Infringing upon the
letter or aplrit of our written Con-
stitutions."

Tn that respect he aays we "are unlike
any of the countries whoie, Industrial
laws aro referred in aa models for our
giildanre. Practically all of thren coun
tries are constlutlonal mon- -
arshJes In whk'i, na Jn Knsand, there Is
no wrtlten Constitution, and the Par-
liament or 'body la practi-
cally supreme .

In our country the Federal and state
Constitutions re the charters which
dernark tho ejtont and the limitations
01 irsiBisuvo puwnrj nnu wnue 11 la
true that the rigidity of a written

may nt times prove a hindrance
.to the march of proiress, yet more
often Ita stability protects the people
osultwt the fronnent and v'olent fluc
tuation of that which for want of a bet
ter name we call publl- - opinion."

KrTcl't of the Act.
The opinion points out that the ef

fect of the act la to abrogate what Is
known as tho "fellow servant" dnctrlna
and also tho "contributory ne?llgence"
rule, both of whloh have horetofore
been well settled In the Jurisprudence
of thla State and country, but both of
whloh the Legislature has nower to
abolish. .Upon the power of the Legis
lature to claslfy certain occupations oj
dangerous, Judge Werner saya:

Tnero fan bo no doubt that all of the
occupations enumerated In the statute
are mora or less Inherently dangerous
to a degrees which Justifies audi legisla-
tive regulation as Is properly within tho
scope ot tho police power," and. there
fore, tne ciasstneatlon of dancerous oc
cupations adopted by'the a;t Is not opon
10 cnucism.

The opinion discusses at leneth thn
portions of the statute which are re- -
saraea as clearly or probably within
the legislative power, not because they
brir any ry relation to the ultl- -
mfe quest'ins which must control tho
decision, but because, as Judso Werner
eays:

'We entertain an earnest desire to
present no purely technical or

obstacles to nny plan for thn
ibcncflclent reformation of a branch of
our jurisprudence In whloh. It must bo
conceded, reform Is n, consummation de
voutly to be wished."

With reference, however, to tho
change In the law by which tne em-
ployer Is made liable for Injuries re- -
aultlnjr from the risk of the business
wtthout his fault, the Court takes n
different view ar.d holds that tho act
In this rcr.pect deprives the employer
of hit property without due o?
law in viointlnn of the Federal and
State conattuttons.
