VOf three forty-thre- e men were
voluater from the ranka of SO work-
man who toad keen nsafed In building
th fort. They offered to remain and
help the oldlcre renlet any nttaok. The
bufl In the fort'a wrd hastily aoundod
the, oarl to arms.

Thar heard that call from 3Iain to
the nio Orande, and It was the real
bectnatoc of the Civil War in which
the force of the North and the men
of the South locked themselves In
deadly etrunle for more than four
ytttm.

It was Just fifty years axo The
morning; of April 12, 1861, holds more,
perhaps, of American history in leash
then any other day the tun ever
brouerht.

At Waahlnrton they knew
that Sumter was no point for dalliance.
Already the steamer Star had started
to relieve the fort when Confederate

plies.

The news of tho firing on the fort
travelled like a prairie flro. In New( York
there wan a tumult.

passed formal resolutions to sup-
port the Oovernmont. Columbia student
resoluted that the Union cause had their
support. Many of tho students volun-
teered and others wont to see the rs

depart. Iynch law for those who
took the Confederate sldo was advocat-
ed; hemp was carried with plncards
"upon traitors ami treason." Tho city
boiled from end to end. Arms were
scoured nnd cleaned, men sought uni-
forms, and the first dead earnest prep-
aration for n big fight began to take
form and substance.

New York 8ent 17 Regiment.

desks with flags and pntrlotlc emblems.

attack on Fort Sumter und brought on
the civil war, and who Is ono of the very
few principal ctora In that great drama
still living, sat before the open fire In
the llbTsjry of his home, No. 3 West
Sixty-nint- h street y and gave nn
Kvonlng World reporter his rcmlnls- -

"To begin with, It was a prettier day
