by the construction of adjacent build-
ing, had not been obsened by those
whose duties are laid down by law to
look out for such things.

Fixing Official Blame.
Assistant District-Attorne- y Uosttvlck,

whoso labors brought about the Indict-
ments of llntrls mid Mlanclc, liaa dclvcj
Into the law appllcablo to tho duties of
the city officials.

Bcctlon S2 of the I.ibor law provider
that iuch flro escapes nn may be deemed
nececjary by tho Commissioner of La-

bor shall be pnnlded on the oiUhIiIii of
eiery factory In this Ktnto ronslstlng of
three or nioro stories lu liolt: lit.

Tho testimony adduced before tho
Grand Jury relatlvo U the violation
of the law requiring three stairways
In a structure of the size of tho Asc
llulldlnK when It was built shows that,
nt tho request of the architect, tho
Commissioner of UulMlngs at that time
consented to the ete .K'n o only two
stairways beriiuro n flrj escape, which
proved so Inadequate nt the time It
w so badly needed, had been pro-

vided for In tho Interior court of thi
building.

Commissioner of nulldlngs lltidolnh
I. .Miller, w.ho wos tho Inupcctot in
charge of tho coustrui'tluri of tho Atco
Ilulldlng, lias told .Mr. ltotwhk that
this wan entirely w.thlti the discretion
of the then Supcrlntmdcnt of IlullJ-lnc- s.

If It Is found became .of tho Inxlty
of Section tlO of tho Niw York City
Charter that It will be Impossible for
the Grand Jury to fllo Indictments thai
will stand.

upon at onco to lake from tho Com-
missioner of llulldings tho discretionary
powera now Invested In him In regard
to the providing of fire escapes.

Coroner' Jury Still Probe.

Hook and Ladder Company No. :i) was
the first witness before Coroner lloltz-haus- er

and a Jury y when the in-

quest was resumed. Woll testified that
whin his company arrived at tho budd-
ing pel sons wero jumping from tho
eighth, ninth and tenth floors. Ilu
couldn't count them, but It seemed lu-

tein or twenty were In tho air ut u
time.

Describing the horror further, Woll
testified:

"On the ninth floor I saw thirteen
bodies In front ot the dicsslng room,
against tho partition In two piles.
On top ot tho second elevator I mw
nineteen bodies. Only threo were
sJlv."

"What was the condition of the doors
on the nlghth, ninth and tenth floors
when you got there?" Architect lie-Ki-

ono ot the Jurors, asked,
"All burned away,"
"And tho partitions?"
'Ilurned away,"

Charles M. Lauth, of the same com-
pany, testltled that he removed twelve
bodies from In front of the drctslrg
room on tho ninth floor. At the ele-
vator entranco on the Orcino street
tide he found a pile "f bodies flvo ot
tlx feet high. They were hssped
against a partition parallel with the
fleva tor doors.
