JM8using the quoted statement of

Roosevelt to tlio crrect that the
former President hail "seen his duty
and done It," leaving Congress to "cuss"
In the wake of tho seizure, Jio said:

"The treaty was ratllled by tho
Senate of the United States, and by
th provisional Government (presum-
ably of Panama): therefore It was after
the accomplishment of these necessary
preliminary formalities that tho tone
waa acquired by the United States.
Hence It came Into the power of the
United States through absolutely legal
channels.
, Had Precedent Since 1846.

"I cannot attribute, except to mls
quotation of Mr. Itooscvelt'a words, tile
statement that It was taken In any
other way. Previous to the conclusion
ot the ratification of the treaty It Is
perfectly true that the forces of the
United States were employed on tho
Isthmus of Panama to prevent any
ngauiit-- along tlio line ot communlci-- 1

tlon, but this action was perfectly legal
and Jilngcd upon tho treaty rights ot
the United States, according tu tho'
terms of the treaty ot 1SIC, which gave
the United States the duty of protect-
ing tho Isthmuk ngalnst any ds
turbanco resulting from war, revolu-
tion or any other cause.

"This has always been done since 1314
bv all of thn Atlmlnltitr.itinna
United States and ono year beforo tho
revolution of 1MB the forces ot the
United States Government lnterfeied on
the Isthmus to prevent Colombian troops
from travelling on the I'anama P.all-roa-

"Thereforo what was done before the

trcaly of concession was strictly legal.
It wns a strict obligation on the part
of the United States to to net, so tho
country took the Zone In 1MI after every
provision of tho treaty had been passed."
