wagons. The deaths due to automo
biles were more uutn twic a many
as In July of last year, when 1 were
killed In that manner.

The society also announced that there
were thirteen accidents In New York
State during the month, due to grade
crossings, in which sixteen persona were
Idled and twentv-tw- Injured. In ant
nine persons were killed and fourteen
in hired, and In the wagons sev en were
killed and eight Injured at crossings.

Mra. Sara Itemsteln. nfty years old.
suddenly awoke from the nap In the
front room of her flat on the fourt
floor of No. 68 Johnson avenue, Wil-
liamsburg, late this afternoon to nnd
fire sweeping through the hallway and
lUttlng off all possible exit. A solid
wall of flame shut her off and drove to
the window. She appeared on the win- -

low ledge screaming and as the smoke
began to pour out behind her she aud- -

lenly leaped out and plunged forty feet
to the imvernent beneath.

A great crowd had gathered In front of
the building and Pol! pmnn Kane turned
In an alarm. Patrolman Charlea Wllaon
got to the burning tenement ahead of
the reserves of the Ktagg street station
and performed two heroic reacues. The
flit baok of iMra. Bernstein's, occupied
by Henry Pa'.tert, a cigar maker, and
his wife, wsa cut off and Wilson had to
fight his way through fire and smoke
to get to them.

Itoth were uncotws-lou- a when the po-
ll 'eman dragged them out to the fire
eg apes and handel them to the firemen,
who had thrown up their scaling lad-
ders. Ambulances were aummoneil from
the St. Catherines and Wllllamahurg
hospitals. Mrs IternsJIn was taken to
St. Catharine's in a dying condition.
Itoth legs a ero br ken and she was In-

jured Internally. The Patterta were
taken to the same hospital, suffering
from smoke asphyxiation.

The fire originated in the Bernstein
flat, but It spread with amazing ra-
pidity throughout the entire building
The firemen rescued a score of women
nnd children, taking them down the
'Ire es apes and fire ladders. Before
'iie flames were checked about IMCv
damage had been done.
