Bach Individual
Juror must be aotlaflrd beyond a rea
sonable doti'.it of the defendnnt'
guilt before he can, under hie oath,
oonsent to a vwrdlct of guilty.

Kaeh Juror should feel the reipon
sIMIItg rwatlng upon him aa a memlier
of the jury, and should realise that
his own mind must be onnvlnced be-

yond a reasonable doubt of the de-

fendant trout before h can ennaent
lo u verdict of guilty. Therefor. If any
individual member of the Jury, after
having duly considered all th evidence
In the case, and uftcr consulting With
bis fellow Jurors ahould entertain such
reaaonable doubt of defendant guilt,
a I set forth in the other instruc-
tions In this ruse. It t til duty not to
surrender bis own conviction limply
becuuse tho bHlunce of tbe Jury entoi
tain different conviction."
