, "To over-reach the actlon of
Congress, merely by Judielal con-
structlon, Is n blow at the in-
tegrity of our governmental ays-
tem.

“The eourt has usurped the eon-
atitutional functions of the logls-
lative branch of the government."

WABHINGOTON, Oct. 14 — Apsoclate
Justice John M. Ilarlan, senior member
of the Bupreme Court of the United
Btates, dled at his home hers at 13
A, M. to-day, following a brief liness
of bronchitie which developed complina-
tlons. Justice Harlan was seventy-
elght years old, He sat on the bench
within the Octaber term of court, which
opened Monday, but on Tuesday
confined to his home with & cold which
