Real estate departments of most of
the New York papers are subject to one
serlous criticlem, 1L seems to me, and
that 18 to eay thelr polnt of view ls that
of tha teader miher than investor. (ut
of one hundred sales recorded In Now
York City ninety of them are made for
the purposes of securing a homs or maks=
ing an investment while the peroentage
of purchases made by the professional
trader {s almost negligitie. Yet ninety
per cont. of the space miven to the dis-
cusfon of real estaté mattors s de-
voted to recent or gprosprctive sales,
and studies of conditions governing the
market In the immediats future.

The newspaper editors seem to think
that the public wants to know whal
will happen this sumsner or next fall,
when really a far larger pubMe |8 con-
cerned with what la going to happen
in the next five or tem years, The reas-
son is simple: When a man buys a
home or makes a roal estate invest-
ment he realizem he is committed to
something of & more or less permanént
nature, ie doesn't expact to scalp the
market, but hopes as the yeara pass to
nnd his property Gecoming more and
more valuable, We are occamionally
making purchases In thirty-five or torty
citien of thie country, and in Investi-
miting local conditions we pay no at-
terrtlon whatever to the present condi-
tlon of the market, and everything 1o
the tendency of prices over s period of
years.

Looking at New York City real estate
from this point of view, one must ace
knowledge that great changes will take
place in price levels In the next five or
ten years. Bome prices are golng down,
some will remain stationary sad some
will go up.

From the fact that 200,000 new people
settle In New York every year, a tre
mendoun influence !s created against
any serious recession of values, but U
you can polnt out plages where people
are llkely to mettle five ysars hence you
will be selecting the places where values
are most likely Lo inoreass,
