The big sensation of the day came wher the Jdefense suddenly

rested without calling the detendant to testify and Justice Gofl volurarily
ordered *Jack Sullivan™ to return to the stand and answer a xore of
questions that were ruled out when Sullivan first estified for the prisaner,

Before the announcement that Becker rested his case (he defendant's
lawyers had been somewhat worrled.  Some of thelr witnesses had failed
to appear and there were animated discussions between the prisoner and
his counsel. Becker wanted to take the stand, but counsel overruled him.

Chief Counse! Johu F. Mcintyre asked for delay and his motion was
turned down. A last hurried conference was held between Lawyers
Mcintyre, Hart and the accused. A request that the Court call back
RRose, Webber, Vallon and Schepps for a further grilling was likewise
down.
