Suffrage Argument Between
Miss La Follette and Mrs.
George Ends in Tumult,

! Uproar, hooting, eat-calls, the ex-
change of apithets and tumultvous dis-
oider marked the adjournment of a
suffrage debate In the auditorium of
the Montalalr Club at Mentelalr, N. I,
Inst night The debaters wers Miss
Fola La Follstte, dasughter of Senator
La Folistie of Wisconsin, and Mrs. A
J. George, a Hrookiine, Mass., lecturer.

Miss La Follette spoks for the suf-
fragists and Mre. George for the “an-
Us" George Wallwood Murray, a
Standard OIll attorney, who lives In
Montalair, acted as chairman. The
hall, which has a seating capacity of
600, was crowded, every avaliable foot
of standing space belng filled with
peopls. In the audience wers many of
the wealthisst and most prominent men
of Montelalr and their wives. The de-
bate had been advertised for some time
and had aroused the kesneat intorest.

Thres years ago the suffragists per-
fected an organisation ia Montelair,
with Miss Beatrice Btuddiferd as thelir
leader. That organisation bscames eo
active that the “antis” decided they
should make & systematio resistance.
Mra. Willlam L. Ludiand ls leader of
the “antla”

Recently the suffragiels issusd a
challenge to the “antia” to thresh the
question out in a joint debate The
challenge, an issued, was not accepted,

Mra, George argued that affalrs of
governmsnlL were appropriately the
concern of men, and that women ‘wers
not fitted to take part In them. Every-
thing was amicable at the close of the
debating. Thes Mrs. George sald she
world be glad to answer questions
written on paper and passed up to her.
Ushers went through the crowd for
the questions.

“Is It not true,” read one question
submitted to Mrs. George, “Lhat the
anti-suffragists are allled with the
liquor Intereata™"

“No, it Is noL” sald Mra. George,
‘quite the contrary is true. The records
show that the women who want t» vote,
and who do vole when they get the
chance, favor the liquor Interasts, That
is wrue In Wisconsin."

Miss La Fol'ette sprang te the ‘ront
of the piatform and denied the correel-
ness of Mra, George's statements. The
sudience waa in confusion In a second.
Chalrman Murray rapped for order, but
It was fuliy fifteen minutes before the
wild yelllng ceaned so that his gave!
could be heard.

Paper-Carrying Rallroad Trouble
May Invelv: Pressmen.

BANGOR, Me., Jan. 1.—Tha engi-
neers and firemen of the Bangor and
Aroostook Rallrosd struck to-dsy. The
directors yesterday vefuséd to grant
an [ncrease In wages, Iasisting that
the earnings of the road would not
permit It, and were at once notified that
the men would go out in twenty-four
hours, The road extends throufgh the
eanmtern part of the BStute from the
Canadian border to Penobscol Bay, af-
foding the chief outlet for the product
of the great print paper mills of North.
eastern Malne. The possible effect of
the strike on the shipment of paper
gives the movemsnt An Importance
outsida the Siate. Tha road also car-
ries the extensive polato crop from the
samn Lerritory.

The road employs alghty sagineesrs
and elghty firemen, ull of whom went
out. In many cases their places were
immediateiy fillad by mon-unlan men and
ths company was able (o move all but a
few of its passenger trains. The extent
of the frelght service was In doubt. It
was intimated to-day that the sympathy
of unlon pressman in various Iarge cities
might ba sought by tho strikers If the
road moved Pprint paper to tidewater
with non-union engine crewa.

1t was shown by the prosscu-
ton that Shears took & check levaed to
the Hollls Park Company of which he
wWASs & trustes and deposited It to the
eredit of another company of which he
was pressident. To cover up the trans-
action, It was alleged, ho fulpified the
bank book of the Hollla Park Co.

“If it ean be shown that restitution
wae made,’” sald Robert H. Elder, coun-
sel for Bhears, In his speech opening the
defanae, "before this prosscution was In-
stituled, that fact will reliove the de-
fendant of responelbiiy under the
charge of grand larceny.”
