4 TO 3 VOTE DECIDES.

Jan. 1, 1914,

the new Tronx County was clearsd
away to-day when the Court of Ap-
peals handed down a decimion revera-
ing the decislon of the Appellate di-
vision 4n which it had been held that
the act authorlzing the forming of t'.e
new county was unconstitutional,

The dacislon paves the way for the al-
lotting of hundreds of thousards of
doMars In patronage, affords the Bronx
poltical lenders a weapon with which
they think they can force Tammany
Hall to give them everything to which
they think they are emtitled In the cily
government and ends a feveriahly ex.
ilted local problem which has been go-
ing on for \wo years,

Judge Hipoock who wrote the major-
ity opinion econfirming the legality of
the_cpuphi, sajd thad the that
only voters within the lmits of the
county weré to vote on the relerendum
creating It was proper, and thers wa.
no need for getting the consent of the |
volers of the whole of New York
County on the subject,

The courts of the new county will
not have jurisdiction until Jan. 1, 1914,
and until then the New York County
courts will continue to have charge of
the legnl husinesa of the district above

the Harlem River and below West-
chester.

Judge Hisvock's oplnlon was con-
curred In by Judgen Miller, Coddebnck
and Mogan, while Judges Cullen, Gray |
