Two mills announced to-day that they $r—

would open their doors on Munday, and
there was no denlal from the strikers
whea Mayor MaoBride's Committes of
Twenty-five duclared that every indl-
cation polnted to & resumption of work
during next week. The committee's
meeting In the City Hall was attended
by mill-owners and dyers. an well as
by representatives of wstriking em-

ploreas.

"o principle was Jald down flatly
1hat the committee membera and the Till
men vecognise mo such organization us
the Industrial Workers of the World,
but ware there to treat with the work-
men of Paterson. And the labor rep-
resentatives atayed In the mesting.
Ploreaver, they took part in discussion
which had for its sole obhject an amic-
Bble pettiement of the differences.
BOTH SIDES AGREE TO DISCUSS

COMPROMISE.

After the meeting a committesman of
prominence In Paterson said:

“I'he meeting waa productive of the
greatest advance yet made toward &
ssttiement of the strike, The commitiee
preached compromise, and owners and
employees agreed to dlscuss It

It was announced the mill owners
would ofter and the strikers accapt in-
creases of 10 per cent. In thelr wages,
coupled with an elght-hour day. They
bad demanded a 1i per cent Increase.

A Dénch warrant was {ssued to-day
for the arrest of Carlos Tresca, the 1.
W. W, leader, who was Indicted yes-
terday for causing an unlawful as-
pemblage. He was not molested, how-
over, thoush he was at Helvetin Ilall
ptriving to cheer the drooplog wpinits
of the strikern, All of Tresca's oratory
¢ould mot brighten them much.

The mills whose employees are =ald
to be coming back are those of the E.
W, Price Company and Stein & Pohty,
and already, It I8 understood, orde’s
Lave gone out for redoubling plekots
mbout thewo plants Monday. Chlef of
Pollce Bimson will detall specinl mun
to guard the factorles, but It Is no secrat
that every affort will bu made to prevent
the strikers returning to work, and it

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FLIES TOHAVANA
FROM KEY WEST;
WINS $10,000

Rosillo Gets Cuban Govern-
ment Prize, Being First of
His Countrymen to Cross.

HAVANA, May 17.~Domingo Ros.
flio, the Cuban aviator, to-day made
the fral flight ever accomplished by a
Cuban alrman across the Morida
Stralts from shore (o shore. He start-
ed from Key West at 5.40 und arrived
at Havana at 5.10, making the panssage
of ninety miles in 2 hours and 26 min-
utes,

By the arcomplishment of this fAlght
Rosillo wine the prize of $10,000 of-
fered Ly the Havana City Couneil to
the first Cuban aviator to crows the
Strnits,

The announcement of Hoslllo's starm
from Key Went had been glven by the
dincharge of three shots from Cabana
Fort, and when he came into view he
wan halled with acclamations by virtu-
ally the whols populace of the clty, of
whom the greater part had gathered
along the sew and harbor fronts,

Rowsillo approuched the clty fying at an
altitude of 2,000 feet, Je the whealed
toward the west and landed at Camp
Columbla. He experienced no difficul-
tles during his Right, The winds were
light and there was only a slight hazs

A Cuban crulser snd two Runboats
patrolled the course and acted ax an
efcort to ald the aviator In case of
accident.

Augustine Parla, another Cuban avia-
tor, attempted to make the flight shortly
after Rosillo started, but was forced by
high windg to turn back,

Betore Rosillo's departures Parln sent a
delegntion to him asking that the Might
be postponed. Roslllo declined to con-
nlder It. When Parla was Informed
of this he was sald to have threatened
to Kill himaelf and was reported to have
placed a revolver sgalnat his temple.
Friends interfered and Parla decided to
attemipt the fight which he later was
forced to abandon after two of the wires
on hiy hydro-aeroplane hud snapped
from ihe striln of the high winds
