Ahe sald she was Vice-Prasident of the
New York chapter of the D, A. R, and
it was hor understanding that the firm
had put lnsuit on the Amaerican work-
Ingmen through their country's flag.

During the parade the men wore min-
Isture Ameroan flage In thelp buttom-
holes, and many of them carried flags
In thelr hands,

The handful of striking bollermakers
halled her as a new ange! of deliver-
ance—a Joan of Arc or a Gurley Flynn.
They Nreeted her with cheers, and
proudly marched down behind her to
the office of Andraw Fletoher, President
of the firm. - With the Stars and Stripes
stil Nung to the breese, the woman de-
acended upon Mr. Fletcher and demand-
od to know If he were a foreigner. He
courteously offered a chalr and politely
informed the Daughter of the Ravolu-
tlon that he was an American, and a
pretty good one at that.

After a confersnce with President
Tletcher the committes decided to re-
port in faver of returning to work.

Fletcher declined ts discharge the man
who started the trouble, but promised
to make & very thorough inveatigation
into the charges made aguinst him by
the men.

the country than ever, and a number
of them say they heard him say “to
hall with the United States fag.” The
word was passed around and a meeting
wasr Ledd, at which it was decided a
strike ghould be declared until Fletcher
was discharged,

"1 know nothing of this troubls ex-
cept as the superintendent han reported
It to me, sald W, A, Filetcher to-day.
‘l do know that Joseph Fletcher has
been a mighty good tuel keeper and
that he has been very strict In making
the men pay for lools they have lost
or have falled to return. This has made
him highly uppopular with the men and
very popular with me,

“1 have a lotter from him in which he
is s loyal to the United tHates and the
flag as any man on our roll; that he has
had a hitch in belng naturalized, but
means to be & citisen. He says he never
sald anything againet the' flag and has
a boy who has bean taught to worshlp
the flag. Unless the men can show evi-
dence to me supporting their charge I
shall not discharge him.'

FLEE A0 FLAMES BURST FROM
BALE OF WOOL.

The third fioor of the bullding ls
Fiven over to the purposes of & re-
oelving room, and there the heavy
bales of clippings are stored. At 5.30
o'clock A. M. to-day several girls went
down to this floor to open some new
bales. When they wndid the tightly
binding cords about one bale and it fall
apart a burst of flame and & heavy jet
of amoke jumped out into thelr faces.
Thu fire must have been engendersd by
spontansous combustion, a not unknown
occurrence In bales of woolen cloth.

The girls on the third floor screamed
and started for the fire escapes with-
out thought of the fire drill they had
been taught to heed In time of danger.
The panic spread qulcker than (he
smoke to the two floors mbove, and In
an Instant all three fAoors were boiling
with exoitemant, Women and girls,
mostly Italians, pald no heed to the
stairs, which were not even threatened
by the little fire, but rushed to the fire
escapes and begau slipping and sliding

down the steep stairs on the outside of
the bullding.
