M7 Clinton avenus, Brookiyn, were lald
off & job of painting work on the new
viaduct by John Dwyer, the contractor,
yesterday. To-day they came to the
viadust and etarted to make trouble
with Dwyer. At the noon hour, while
he was gitting in & shack on the track
level, the two angry paimters descended
4 DArTow temporary! stalroase and
attempted to assauit Dwyer,
