HALDARE DELVERS
MESSAGEOF KNG
TOTHE LAVYE

George V. Wishes Bar Associa-
tion Succass and Lord Chan-
cellor Urges Higher Ethics.

MONTREAL, Bept. 1.—Premier Borden
opetisd the annual mesting of the Amer-
ican Bar Association to-day with an ad-
dress welcoming the most distinguished
body of men ever gathered in Canada,
The leading jurists of the United Btates
are here almost without exception and
besides them there are some of the most
prominent membors of the Bar in Can-
ada, England and France.

The semsion of the Bar Associa¥en
this forenoon was devoted to the ad-
dress of welcome by the Canadlag Prime
Odinister. the annual address of the
President of the Assodlation, delivered
by Frank B Kellogs of 8t. Paul, Minn.,
the nomination and election of new
members, the reports of officers and
similar routine. The event of the after-
noon was the delivery of an addreas by
Viscount Haldane, Lord High Chan-
cellor of Great Hritaln.
HALDANE IN ADDRESS

HIS MIBSION.

Viscount Haldane In the course of his
speech presented the following measage
sent through him by King George:

“I have givem my Lord Chancellor
permission to croms tho seas, 50 that he
may address the mestlag at Montreal,
T have asked him to convey from me to
that great meeting of the lawyers of
the U'nited #tates and of Canada my
best wishen for Its success. [ entertain
the hope that the deliberations of the
distingulhed men of both countrios
who are to assemble at Montreal muy
add yet further to the easteem and gowl
will which the people of the United
Biates and of Canada and the United
Kingdom have for each other."

The subject of Viscount Haldane's ad-
dreas was "Higher Nationality, a Study
In law and Ethiea'" The Lord Chan-
callor emphasiged the fact that the Un-
ited Btates, Canada and C(roat Britain
together form a unique group because
of the common Inheritance of traditions,
surroundings and \deals, and particu-
larly In the region Jurisprudence, He
declared that lawyers are called on in
days that lie In front to mold opinion
and encourage the nationa of thia group
to davelop and recognise a rellable char-
acter in the obligations they assume
toward each other. He considered that
there are relations possible within such
& group that are nol possible for nations
more Isclated and lacking identity of
history and aspirit,

Canada, Oreat Hritaln and the United
States, with common language, common
inerests, common ends, resemhble a
single soclety, which might develop a
foundation for International falth of a
kind new In the history of the world.
The English visitor urged lawyers to
nssist In the freshening of the conven-
tlonal atmosphere which surrounds men
in public life by omitting no opportunity
to think rightfully, afd to contribute to
the fashioning of a more hopeful and
resolute kind of public opinlun.

extent and for the purposes prescribed
by any treaty.”

The California law, he explained, dis-
criminates between allens, eligible and
thoss pot eligible to citisenship, permit-
ting fhe former (O Dossess, enjoy, trans-
mit and Inherit real property In Lhe
same manner as citisens, and limiting
those not eligible to cltizenship to the
rights exlended to them by treaty with
the Government of the United Statea.
CALIFORNIA CLAIMS RIGHT

AGAINST TREATY.

He pald It was understood, however,
by the pubMe generally that Califprnia
claima the right to legislale In respect
to land held by allens, notwithstanding
any treaty provislons with the Federal
Goverisment. He aaserted that the
quegtion thus raised In ‘one of vital

They ask, mot will we have trouble
geiting Into the dfalr, but Wi see
Harry Thaw. Knowing little of Thaw,
of the merita of ha case, of his previous
sttempts to defeat the order of the court
that he be confined in & madhouse, the
