They had mades up two minutes and
werg ecighteen minutes iste and were
bowling along at high speed when they
rushiad Into the other train. For soma
reason no stop order had been given to
Loeder or to Conductor Jasper Beallls,
andl they supposed they had s clear
track to the end of the llne at White:
stone’Landing.

The Manhattan bound traln  was
heavily loaded. Most of Its passengers |
were men, and they packed the two
cars so closely that the alsles were|
filled. Bom» had boarded i(he train at
Coliege Point as It passed up the line
some minutes before, Intent on getting
& weat by this ruse when the train was
emptied at Whitestone Landing, and
started back on the return journey. On |
the train from Manhattan, composed of
five steel cars, were probably less than
sixty persons a!ll told

The two trains came head-on with a
roar that could be heard back at the
College FPoint statlon. The first car of
the speeding west-bound train struck
the front of the oucoming east-
bound train with tremendous impact.

Hoth front cars reared frum the tracks
like fighting bulldogs In & deith grip.
The steel construction crumpled and |
ripped back for a distance of five or
slx wseals In euch car—It looked after.

After hanging at polse with the fromt
trucks of both cars lifted high above
the tracks, the front car of the east-
bound train wavered and then feil over
to one slde and the ramming car
dropped down on the slde of the de-
ralled car. There was Nash of blue
Name from the third rail®and the weird
play of aparks that always accompanies
acvidents on electrifled roads

Nelther motorinan had a ohance to
Jump 10 save himaelf, s0 sharp 18 the
curve upon which both traine came to-
g=ther In the ecut below the Third ave-
nus bridge. lioshlein of the westbound
and Loede: of tho sastbound trains were
caught in their motorman’'s boxea and
Instuntly killed. Conductor Boerckel on
the weslhound train might have escaped
death had it not chanced that just be-
fore the crush he walked through the
train to speak to Motorimman Hoehleln.
He stood near the molorman's Lox at
the moment of Impact.

PASSENGERS IN TERROR AFTER
THE CRASH.

For an Instant after the cruan thers
was no wsound save the grinding of
sieel on steel &m the crushed ends of
the colliding cars slipped In thelr hold,
the one against the other. Then from
both cars cam#é the terrifled shouts of
passengers and the cries of the injured.
The front car of the train bound from
Manhattan to Whitestons Landing con.
tained very few passengers; the front
car of the traln Manhattan-bound was
crowded and there the most Injurles
wera suffered.
