LIVERPOOL, OcL 14—Om board the
Leghand liner Devonlan which arrived
to<day, were many remnants of fam-
llles crased with grief and terror at the
@reat tragedy they had passed through.
Ernst Herrman, a German passenger,
asserts that he was the first to notice
the fire in the hold of the Volturno, and
says that the flames even then had made
such progress that it was Imposaible
to subdue them.
