WATCH SPANISH ENVOY.

Meeting of Dtplomzts Called
by Minister Believed Un-
friendly to U. S. Significant.

WASHINOTON, Oot. 16 —~The Mexlcan
aituation to-day was regarded hy offi-
clals bere as drifting loward a crinie,
with the United Histes awalling Hue. -
w's next move. The commanding fea-
ture was the action of the Spanish Min-
fstar In Memivo City calling a meeting
of the diplomatie corpr to discuss
Huerta's amsumption of a practical die-
tatorship. Administration officiala and
diplomatists attached deop significance
to that,

This development attracted great at-
tention becauss of the Spanish Minke-
ter's friendship for Henry Lane Wilson,
the former Ambessador of the United
Btates to Maxico, and becauss the Hpan-
fah Minister never has supported the
policy of the United Blates

Prosident Wilson discussed the siu-
atlon with Recretary Hryan and several
Benators, and Iater the Forelzn Rela-
thona Committee of the SBenate had a
mesting behind closed doors, It was &
reagular meeting day. however, and the
seanion of the Benators was nol called
oy developments.

Chalrman Bacon of the committes,
after & talk with tha Presldent, ex-
pressed the view that even had the
Dunited Siates rocoymized Huerta, hin
sssumption of the role of dictator
would, In his opinion. have bheen wuffl-
cient cause for & withdrawal of recog-
sitlon.
