ALBANY, Ocl. 16.~The High Court began its final vote om the
first article of impeachment of William Sulzer shortly after 3 o'clock
this afternoon.  According to rumors the morning vote was 43 to 14
in favor of Sulzer’s removal. It was unanimous against disqualifying him
from holding any other office.

SENATORS SEEM TO BE NERVOUS.

The galleries were filled when the Judges of the Court of Appeals
marched into the Senate Chamber in their judicial robes and took their
seats at the afternoon session to ballot on the charges. Many of the
Senators were plainly nervous, fumbling the records of the trial on their
desks. Counsel for Gov. Sulzer were in their seats before the court con-
vened. They knew what was coming and were reasonably cheerful over
the prospect of the close of a case that none had engaged In with great
enthusiasm.

Some of the up-State Senators busied themselves while walting for
the court to come to order wilh gettting autographs of everybody con-
nected with the trial.
