The next day ha reported alck to his
captaln at the West One Hundred and
Twenty-fifth street pollce station, but
sald nothing about his brave act. als
though the fact that the runaway had
been stupped at Bl Nicholas avenue
and Ons Hundred and Thirleenth gtrest
by Patrolman Zapke of the same pre-
cinet was on the blottar.
