Justice Elackmar Grants Cer-
tificate of Reasonable Doubt
and Raises New Point.

Buprome Court Justice Blackmar
in Brooklyn issued & cortificate of
reasonable doubt to-day §n the con.
victlon of Willlam Willett jr. whe
wan found guilty of buying & nomina-
tlon to the Hupreme Court bench.
He fixed ball for Willett at $30,000,

"There secins to me,” sald Justice
Blackmar, “to bo sufficlent material
evidence to warrant the jury in find-
Ing the facts charged in the indict-
ment. But 1 cannot escape a doubt
whoether the fucts so alieged consti-
tute a felony under section 775 of the
FPenal luw rather than a misdemeanor
under section 761, If they do con-
stitute a felony the Indletment Is
triable in Kings County,

“Sectlon No. 775, under which the
defendant was Indicted, Is entitled
‘Corrupt Use of Position or Authority,
Does it apply to bribery of a delegate
to a convention or a political leader
who controls that convention?”

Justice Bluckmar went on to say
that he sbould not go Into the merita
of the point. It Is considered by
lawyers a strong point In favor of the
former Rockaway Congressman,

Aside *rom this fact, Justice Black-
mar was influenced to the granting
of the cortificate by the fact that
Willlam Berri's editorial In the
Htandard Unlon accusing some one
of graft in connection with the Su.
premoe Court nominatlons and the
statements of Patrick Callahan and
Surrogate Ketcham, praotically fix-
Ing this charge on Willett, ware ad-
mitted Into evidence at Willett's
trial,
