Pyercy told him to halt or she would
shoot.

Mrs. Pyercy directed him to
hold his hat to the light., He did,
Two Bullets had passed through the
top of the crown. McAllister stood,
almost without breathing, untll Mr.

GLYNN WANTS
QUICK REVISION

Govemor Is Getting Impatient
With Deadlock in the
P. S. Board.

WARNING IS SOUNDED,

Legislature Getﬂng Ready to
| Act—Upheaval Coming in
a Few Days.

Gov, Glyan, who is In town to-day,
had this to say of the failure of tne
up-State Public Service Commission
to begin revision of telephons rates
ia New York City:

“1 cannot order the commission to
proocesd,” he sald, “but I know what
I would do right away If I waa a

member of the commission. I am
stroagly In favor of putting into ef-
fect at the earliest possible moment
the plan agreed upon (o bave an
appraissl and valuation of the tele-
phone sompany's property made om
which to base a mew rate echeduls.

“It the commission decides that It
cannot consistently accept the com-
pany's money Yo pay the cost of this
valustion, then the State’ must fur-
nish the money.”

“Would you approve an appropria-
tion by the Legislature to pay the
estimated §200,000 expenses™ was
asked.

“Yea," replied the Governor, “if it
was found necessary i1 order to bave
this work completed.”

NEW MAN EXPECTED TO BREAK

DEADLOCK.

“Because certaln members have,
for reasons of their own, opposed
baving the telephone company pay
the expensea of the appralsal. Yom
know that they deadlocked on this
point. Then 1 appointed Mr. Van
Bantvoord a member of the eommis-
sion’to flll a vacancy, and he will
bave the deciding vote. I had a talk
with him and gave him the briefs
submitted by the opposing sides in
the case.

“Mr. Van Santvoord sald he would
llke to bhave a few days of time to
study the question. I think that is
only fair. He has been In office oaly
& very short time and he has found
many things needing urgent atten-
tion in the department. I am willing
to give him reasonable opportunity
to familiarise himself with the facta
before acting.

"l could probably force immediate
action,” added the Governor signifi-
cantly, "by appointing new members
to the commission at once. But 1
want these present members to de-
clde this question. They are famillar
with it and must taks the responsl-
bility. It appointed two new com-
missioners to fill the places of thoss
gentlemen whose terma have eaxpired
and are now holding over the tele-
phone problem would be set bhack
until the new men could go all
through It."
