“that could be doue only with the consent of the Rallroad
Commission, and the purposes of the Issue were to be approved
by them, the amount was to be authorised by them and the
price at which the stock should bhe offered to the stockholdere
fixed by them, which the law required should be not less than
the actual value of the stock. For that purpose the Rallroad
Commifsion always took the market value of the stock.
#As Mr. Lawrence has told you, one of those issues was
at 190, while the Boston and Maine was paying dividends of 7
per cent. That made a return of about 8.5 per cent. to the
stockholders.
