Evening World's Campaign
Finally Brings Agtion by
Public Service Board.

Driven by the protests of Brookiyn
civio organizsations and the campalgn
of The Evering World for better
transit servioe In that borough, the
Public Bervice Commiaesion to-dny
got after the B. . T. The Com-
mission has at last discovered that the
servise on the Franklin avenue line
(Brighton Beach Hne), of the Coney
Inland and Broklyn Raliroad, which
has been a subsidiary company of the
B. R. T. since the early part of the
year, is altogether “inadequate.”

The Commission acknowledges that
complaint has been made to them of
the poor mervice of the Franklin ave-
nue line to and from Coney Island
These compiainta have been confirmed
by the Commission's investigators in
the Transit Department, with the re-
sult that the B. R. T. Is ordered to
“Imemdiately and effectively improve
and increase the wmervice om the
Franklin avenues line to and from
Conay Ilsland, with reference to the
number of cars operated and the
frequency of the cars operated.”

The letter was pent by Travis H.
Whitney, Becretary to the Public Ber-
vice Commdiasion, to 8. W. Huff, Prea-
ident of the Coney Island and Brook-
lyn Rallroad Company, and addressed
to the offices in the headguarters of
