American women probably will be
among the first to foel the seriouns ef-
fects of the war In Europe. The sad

news denllng a blow to fashion pur-
veyorn and thelr customers came to-
day by cable to ssveral New York
Importing firms and Customs House
brokers. The big fashion shows
scheduled for Parls the middie of Au-
gust hava besn cancelled, and women
here faca tha possibllity of being
forced to create thelr own styles.

Advances In prices of Imported
goods are already noticeahls hers as
the immediate effact of the partinl
tie-up of transatiantic shipping.
Many importing houses with quanti-
ties of goods on hand have boosted
their prices as high as 26 per cent.,
anticipating & big clean-up at the ex-
psnss of American buyers, but after
that they face a season of no business
If & completa shipping tie-up comes.

The value of imported goods pass-
ing threugh the Customs Houss here
In from $500,000 to $500,000 dally and
often as hich as §1,000,000. Thers has
bean no falling off becauss the ships
now coming in started from the othar
nide before the war crials becams
acute. But by the end of the week It
Is expected that littlg or nothing will
be coming in, and New York import.
ors are gravely alarmed,

Carl Stern of M. J. Corbett & Co.,
No. 24 Swate street, a large firm of
brokers, sald to-day: "I anticipate
the first serious effect feit by the
American public will be within the
next fow weeks, when women will
find that there will be no new fash-
lona from Paris. The big openings
have besn announcefl and buyers are
in Parts waiting for the blg August
shows, rgady to copy and bring over
fall gowns, I think Fifth avenus will
be the scene of much war suffering.

“Novelties have stopped coming
over, for even If we could provide
the sbips European manufacturers
would find themselves unable to do
business. .

“Importing firma that have no large
stocks on hand but are walting
European shipments may go under
shortly. Food exports to Europe are
unocertain, If they can got through It
will mean bigh prices throughout
America, but If they can't the mar-
ket hers will be giutted and low
prices must prevall.”

Optimism previails at the brokerage

All MMEY ORDERS
[0 FOREIGN LANDS
LIMITED T0 §100

Government Trying Hard to
Get Funds to Americans
Marooned in Europe.

Although the sale of forslgn monsy
orders has not been discontinued by
the Post-Office Department, posinl
authorities admit that it 1a doubtful
whether money orders will be
celved or pald In any country Invol
In the European tangle, save Great
Britain.

On the other hand, the American
Express Company, which forwards
Immenss suma to forelgn lands, has
stopped its aale of forelgn monsy
orders, lattera of oredit and travellers’
checks. It was announced to-day,
however, that enough money has bean
placed with ita forelgn branches to
meet all orders and letters of credit
that have besn sold.

The United States postal authoritise
are doing everything Iin thelr power
to ald the tourists from this country
who may bs marooned abroad and
those forelgn residents of the Ualted
States who have been forwarding
money sach wesk or month for the
support of those in thelr old bhomea
who may be dependent on them. To
this end it hap been decided not to sofl
forelgn monay orders for sums groat-
er than §100, except In extraordinary
cases, .

The prime object of this decision is
to prevent private bankers from tak-
Ing advantage of the present high
rate of banker's axchange and tha low
rates fixed by the postal treaties and
specuinting at the expense of the
United States Government.

WILL TRY TO PROTECT ALL
AMERICANS ABROAD.

“Our first thought Is to protect
those Americans who may be ma-
rooned abroad and those who have
been regularly sending money to rel-
atives In foreign countries,’ sald Jo-
seph  Elllott, superintendent of the
money order division In the district of
New York, to-day. “For that reason

and Instructed all branches to keep o
