WASHINGTON, Aug. 14.—Captalns
of Ninance and Industry conferrad to-
day with Prealdent Wilson and Sec-
retary McAdoo on measures to up-
hold the commerce and credit ﬂ the
United States during the European
war. Headed by J. P. Morgan, James
J. Hi, James SHpeyer and other
prominent fAgures In the opation's
business 1ife, they discussed means
of restoring America‘’s transstiantic
trade and the financial situation at
home generally.

The conference agreed that the first
moye must be to find ships to carry
cargoes now congesting raliroads and
terminale. It was the general opinion,
however, that the Government must
provide a war risk for both ships and
cargoes, as already has been done by
England and Franoce, or the amend.
ment to the shipping laws to bring
forelgn vessels under American reg-
Ister would lose much of its value,

‘"We have been fuce to face with
very critical eclrcumstances,” the
Prealdent sald, “but 1 belleve that
time bas now passed, and that tha
period of steady, sensible, concerted
action has come. 1 belleve we are In
the tamper In which we can co-opar-
ate for the common good, If we get
no other benefit, we shall at least got
thia benefit of meeting not as mem-
bers of political parties, but coming
togetfher an Americans,
