Many Lives Wasted for Lack of
Melical Attention Because
of Fierce Fire,

ONE SOLDIER'S TALE.

Seven Days and Six Nights in
Trenches, Two Days With-
out Food.

BENLIS, Franoce, Oct. § (By mall
United Prems).—Onas horror of war
the life that ia wasted for lask
madioal attention. Thale
of ambuiances and dootors,
cannot reach woundsd mea
lying In the firing sone, and
men must walt as best they oan,
without water or attention, untll the
battle has passed on.

One young English llsutenant who
had lain on tha battliefleld for two
days with a slight wound in hia leg
was found with the llmb distended
with gas. He was taken to a hospital
and the leg was cut off, but he died
within two days from the polson
which had entared his blood. Another
young English officer had the upper
joint of his right middls finger shot
away. Two days later he reachsd
Paris and went into a hospital, where
he died within a few days of tetanus.

The French army offclals try to
force soldiers to carry small vials of
antiseptio with which they might wash

A Ured, dirty French soldier stag-
gered into the lttle cafe in the town
of Villers Cotteret.
