ORDER PUT IN EFFECT

LONDON, Nov. 23 (Associated
Press),~The American Embassy an-
nounced to-day that hereaftar Ameri-
can passports must bear the photo-
grapha of the persons to whom they
are Issued, in accordance with the
recent order of the Btats Department
at Washington.

Passports now outstanding must be
submitted within two weeks to the
embassy or to the American Consul-
ates to have photographs attached
and officlally stamped, or they will
become invalld.

This order s designed to preveat
the misuse of American passports In
the belllgerent countries of Europe
Carl Hans Lody, the Garman apy re-
cently executed in the Tower of Lon-
don, wiAs the bearer of an American
passport.
