Big League Magnates
Don’t Believe a Club
In Brorgx Would Pay

For That Reason They Think
They Are Doing Billy Gibson
and His Associates a Favor in
Refusing Him an International
League Franchise.

T can be said on the best of au-
thor..y that the International
League of organis 1 baseball will

not have a team in the Bronx this
year. Billy Gibson and his friends,
who have been willing (o spend monay
with the chances of losing some of it
in this venture, may as well mask
their batteries and walt for a more
propitio 1s time,

Ed Barrows, President of the Inter-
national, and Gov. Tener, Presldent
of the National League, will e in
town to-day for a conference, but the
Bronx proposition will not be cua-
sidered,

Instead of granting the Interna-
tional League permission to encroach
on the New York territory and place
a club in the Bronx it has been de-
clded that organized baseball will
urge the minor league to continoe its
old circuit and, If necessary,, will
back it financially.

Baseball psople, as a ruls, bellave
that the Bronx proposition would not
be a paying one, anyway, and the
maghates are of the opinion that
they afe doing Billy Gilbson and the
promoters a favor by not giving them
& chance to lose money. In other
words they do not believe a minor
league club in the Bronx would pay.

Harry Hempstead, President of the
Glants, and who has besn credited
with blocking the Bronx move of the
International is heartily iIn

favor of ing out Barrows, but
