Ten Peace Treaties
That Ended Great Wars

NO. 7.—TREATY OF RYSWICK, Ending the *Grand

Alliance’” War.

WRINKLED little man, who wore high heels to eka out his helght
and & huge wig to add dignity to lils hook-nosed face, ouce de
clared “The State 18 I!" and he set out to prove It.

He was Louls XIV, King of France, known to history as
"The Grand Monarch;” and at once one of the greatest and one of the
pettiest men in all French history. He bad had the wit to surround himseif
with men far greater than he; so that the first half of his relgn was
France's golden age. Literature, art, music and statesmanship flourished
at his court. His generals won him thousands of miles of new territery.
All Europa trembled under his lash, as later under Napoleon's,

But as time went on, he found himself in the position of many anothes
celebrity who has lived only for self and not for mankind. The men whe
bad made his reign glorious were dylng off. The wicked and beautiful
women who had adorned his court were elther dead or were now oaly
wrinkled and old.

Then it was that Europs combined agalnat him. -

Willlam 1L, King of Eugland, made war on France, as a check t»
Louls's boundiess ambition, and Spain, Germany, Holland and several lesssr
powera promptly allied themaselves with Eagland

Thus, in 1689, begun the bloody “War of the
Grand Alllance,” France alone sgalnst nearly all
the rest of the civilized worid.

For eight yoars the war oontinued It
from one ond of Europs to the other. It crossed Into Awmerica.
fought on many seas. Half the continent was awept by It

0ddly enough, France won almost every battle; yet, yearly, Franee
grew woaker wlille the allies waxed stronger, Peaocs overtures were made
iu 1696, But the King of England angrily rejected them, saylng:

“We will make a treaty only with awords In our handa!"

Yeot, the next yecar, the King of Hwadon iInterceded mo effectively for
peace that both wides agreed to a conference, The French delegates made
thelr headquarters at The Hague, The nllies’ commissioners weare quartered
At Delft., And the conference itself was held at the Netherlands towa eof
Ryswick.

Months of futile dispute and argument followed, leading nowhere. At
laat, it wan agroed to leavs the whole affair o the hands of ona English and
one French commissioner, Theas two men quickly came to an understand-
ing, and the Treaty of Ryswick wia drawn up and ratified. It had beea
no eany job to sult every one. Ench of the alliee had demanded a share in
tha spoltls, while France, still unbeaten, snarled over every concossion ghe
wis forced to maka,

Ry the final terms, the treaty demanded that Louls acknowledge
William I11. as lawful King of England and ceass giving ald to Willlam's
fallen rival, Jamea IL

That Fronce give back to Spaln all the territery snatched from her by
the Fronch armiea of lata years, cede to Gormany the Duchy of Lorralne
and certaln Rhine citles, and glve back several captured Netherland fort-
rosses ta Holland,

In return, France was merely allowed to keep Btrassburg and some
other distriots of Alsace, which Louls had selzed In 1681, and was givea &

clear titla to Nova Scotla and Pondicherry,

Briefly, France lost nearly everything she had
won during the past twenty years of contlinuons
warfare, It was n mortal blow to Louls's pride. He
had, for the bost part of a half eentury, been the
bully of Furope. And now the frults of his bullving and of batter wmen's
genlus wera wreated from him. His adviser, Vauban, eried |n rage, on
hearing of ths Ryswick Trealy:

“We have always beaten tha enemy in this war. Yet we make a peace

that dishonors our King and our nation!"
