Those missing are Willlam Howard
and Virginia Howard, children of
Capt. Richard Howard, who com-
manded the Tivoli: P. R. Vogel a
watchman and Churles Ringold, =
negro fireman.

Among thoee rescued and brought
1o this city were Misa Alva R, Wil
Inma of Haltimore and Mre. I L.
Burrage of Newark, N. J. Nons of
thoss arriving in Norfolk could give
any more Information on the loas of
life than is stated above. They mald
most of those saved were taken off
in boats, whils othera lsft the burn-
ing veassl on lifa rafts

The Tivoll is estimated to have oar.
ried about fifteen passengers and a
crew of thirty-elght,
