Ban Johneon, President of the American
League, and most of the magnates of that organization are now
on their way from Chicago, Barney Dreyfuss, President of the Pitts-
burgh National Leagus Club, who outlined the peace scheme to Ban
Johnson, is also returning here,

Few fans thought Johnson would agree to come to an under-
standing with the Federals, It has been reported for months that he
had snid that he would not consider coming to terms with the Fed-
eral League under any consideration. He was in favor of battling
with them until they were forced to quit. But Ban seems to have
undergons a decided change of front. He now declares that prasti-
eally every peace detall worked out by the National and Federal
Leagues here is acceptable to him.
