“From the sharpness with which the Government of the United
States belleved It ought to censure the commander of the sub-
marine, and from the firmness with which the demands addressed
to the Austro-Hungarian Government appear to have been brought
forward, It could be expected that the American Government would
clearly glve the actual eircumstances upon which it relies. As can
be easlly recognized, the representation of the elrcnmstances con-
talned In the note allows numerous doubts and gives not at all suf-
flclent reasona for blaming the commander of Jhe submarine and
the Austro-Hungarlan Government, even If the representation
proves correct in all polnts and jJudgmnent in the case s based on
the most rigorous legal Interpretation.

“The American Government also omiited to Indleate the per-
nsons to whose atatement it refers and to whom It apparcatly he-
lleves it must attribute n higher degree of trustworthiness than
o a commander In the Imperial Royal Navy

“As to the number, names and the details concorning the fate
of the American cltizens who, In the eritieal moment, were aboard
the above-mentioned steamer, the note docs not glve any explann-
tlon. But In view of the faoct that the Washington Cabinet now has
given a poaltive declaration that at the above-mentioned Incldent
subjects of the United States came to grief, the Ausro-Hungarian
Government In principle 1s prepared to enter into an axchange of
opinion with the American Government.
