“GAS LIGHTS! Without 011, Tallow, Wick or Smoke!—i
is nol necessary to invite attention to the gas lights by whiah
my saloon of paintings is now {lluminated. Those who have
seent the ring beset with gems of light are sufficlently dis.
posed to spread thelr reputation. The purpose of this notice
Is merely to say that the Museum will be {lluminated every
evening untll the public curiosity shall be gratified.”
" London had already for a year or two been “illuminating” West.
minster Bridge, Covent Garden Theatre and a number of atreets
with gas lights “represented as being infinitaly more brilliant, more

- imoxious, and vastly more economical than the common Iamp light by

oil.” The Baltimore American of a century ago observes with mild
sarcasm that this improvewent was “firet offered by the invemtor to
the people of Baltimore about eight or ten years earlier, but the
people of Baltimore then laughed at the idea. Now that it has been
carried into effect in London, no doubt our citizens will look upon It
‘im a different light'.” )

Baltimore’s pride in the matter is to be respected. Tt is o fact
severtheless that various gas corporstions held a conference in Phila-
delphia in April, 1912, to celebrate the oentenary of the uee of artifi-
cial gas®ss an illumivant. Tt was April 30, 1812, that the firet oharter
was granted to the Gas Light und Coke Company of Englud. During
the same vear it hus been claimed gas was introdnced into the United
States.

We can understand that Baltimore’s intarest in gas history is
stimulated by the fact that the city has at last achieved seventy-five
comt gas. '
