UNION CHIEFS IN
RUSH FOR 1085

Three Thousand Waist Work-
ers Near Riot at Delay in
Providing Certificates.

“Cards or No Cards,” Workers
Threaten to Report at Inde-
pendent Shops To-morrow.

Three thousand men and woemrn
employsd In the, waist and dress In-
dustry shook thelr fists at union lend-
ern to-dny 0 Webster Hall and told
them the: would go back to work in
the Independent shopa  to-morrow,
without unlon eards, If the settlement
rommitice “ddn't get & move on” and
tacilitate the signing of cards. This
damonstration tollowasd another at the
Unlon Bquare Hotsl, earller in the day.

The disorder was due to two causos.
Moras than half of the 3,000 strikers
understood the ettlement commities
was not to meet until two o'clock at
headquarters, No. 32 Unlon Hquare

Then word was passed that the
committes had engawed rooma at the
Union Bquare Hotel. The workers
marched in great numbera to Lhe
hotel and men and women made a
disorderiy rush to get to the commit-
ten rooms, yelling for the union lead-
ors.

When the management of the hotel
ordered private *-!n.nw-q ta put the
workers and the committea out Hen
Behlesinger, President /of the union,
| and the committes rushed to Web-

ster Hall, followed by the workers,

The second cause for the outhreak
of the workers vwas a statement by
the union leadern that thers would
ba no genersl resumption of work in
the Industry until it was 100 per
cent., unlonissd.” Both sssoclation
and Indopeident manufacturers say
:Ihin In Imposuible.

The exocutive board of the union
hurried to Webwter Hall when nows
of the disorder reachsd union 2ead-
quarters. It took half an hour to
quiet the workers, Then Schlesinger
announced that the union oarda
would be meade out as quickly as pus-
slble,

Latar word came from Judge Julian
Mack, Chalrman of the Hoard of
Arbitration, that all the giris must be
back In the shops to-morrow morning,

Joseph Nemerov, counsel for the in-
dependent mnnufmmnru. has threat-
ened Lo bring & conspiracy sult
sgainst the union If it doss not permit
the workers to go back under thae
awards of the Board of Arbitration,
which hils orgnnisation agreed to ac-
cept. TFo-day the unlon leaders re-
torted that they ocould not muoke &
wholesale agreement with the Inde-
pendents, but must treat with esach
shop saparataly.

Thisn ruling Is probably the cause
of the present delny. It will not be
possibla for the settlement commitioe
to finlah it work wt the present
speed before Friday, The workers
repeat thelr threat they will go back
to work to-morrow, oards or no eards,
