MARATHON, Tex.,, May 18 —8Swift
vengeance for the American soldlers
and civillans slain In the bandit rald
on Glen Springs, Deemers and Bo-
quillas, Tex, l» expected to-day,
aoccording to Champion Wood, a min-
ing man of Boquillas. Wood, who
bas Just motored here, declared
couriers arrving In Boquillas from
the cavalry detachments of Major
langhorne, commanding the andvance
Fuard of the second puntive expedi-
tion, and Col. $ibley, in command of
the naln body, report that Major
Langhorne had definitely located the
bandit band and war only awaiting
the arrival of Col. Sibley's force to
attack.

Col. Sibley, the courlers sald, was

pushing ahead by forced marches and
has probably already jolned the hard-
riding Lunghorne, who halted elghty
mlles south of the Rio Grande to

| await reinforcements.
