PER CENT. OF RAILROADERS.
Tha heads of tha HlK Four brother

hoods of truiiiinvn wero all thcro ex
cept A. II. Uurretson, t'rusldent of thu
Order of Hallway Conductors. Tnese
heads of unions will meet, on Tues
day, tho representatives of tho rail-
road companies, unci announce to
thorn the result of tho vote that has
neon taken throughout tho United
States on tho subject. No olMclal re-
turns buve yet been mado, but It s
reported by thoso In a position to
know that 97 per cent, of tho train-
men havo voted for thu clKht-ho-

day or strike.
Grand Chief W. S. Stono of tho

Brotherhood of Locomotive Knglnccrs
got at tho heart of his subject when
he beg-a- n to speak.

"Slxty-tlv- e directors control the US
railroads of the United States," ho
aid; "fifteen banks control the

directors, and tnreo Interests
control the fifteen hunks. The 400,000.
railroad mt--n of theI United Slates are
dependent upon the whims of twelve
men In onu short block In Wall
Street who control tho 14H railroads.

"When any of you are travelling
on tbo Limited you feel that your
lives are sate in the hands of tho
engineer, who Is fresh and alert after
a good nlgnt s sleep, and so you aro
safe unless pcihiits there Is some-- ,

69,000 VIOLATIONS OF THE 16- -

HOUR LAW IN YEAR.
"Oh, it's true," said Mr. Stone. "I'm

speaking by the record ot the Inter-
state Commerce Commission. Thcro
were 69,000 violations of tho Sixteen
Hour Law last year. Wo thought
when wo got tho law amended so that
no railroad could work Its trainmen
more than sixteen hours on n stretch
we had dono something good for tho
men. Hut tho companies seem to
think that meant they must work
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cases of trainmen workHm f rum thirty
io mriy iiuiirs t'ominiioiuiy, t .iih or
ini'ii wurkliiK fifty, sixty or ein sov- -

lily hours together ntr there. If tho
people of this country knew tho true
facts they would nut tolerute tlieso
conditions one minute.

RAILROAD MEN IN SCRAP HEAP
AT EARLY AQE.

"Tho Intensive system under which
the railroad men aro workod y

causes them to b thrown on the
scrup (die at a tlmo when they ought
to be ut their best forty-llv- e, forty-si- x

or forty-seve- n years of ago. Out
they ko, and they can do what they
llku to keep alive. The railroad has
no uho for them. A million dollars
n year run through my hands pay-
ing for tho lives of our men who lost
their lives so that tho directors can
show blK earnings. Wo keep records
of all our men In our own Insurance
plan, and those records show that after
becoming engineers our average life
Is eleven years and seven days.

"The local railroad trouble Is no
affair of ours. I tried threo years
ago to organlzo those men. Well, all
I havo to Bay Is that when Mr.
Hhonts makes thoso pathetlo refer-
ences to tho 'forelgnors who Inter-
fere In the affairs of our happy fam-
ily' t am much interested. Ills 'happy
family'! I know If you work on his
road you must call up your

on tho telephono and toll
lilm If your own brother calls on you

oiling on you for. And when you
report for duty In tho morning you
must write on a card fill out a reg-
ular form before you can go on
your platform, a comnlntn renort nf
who called on you and how long he
stayed and what his business was.

THEY WON'T "FALL" FOR ARBI-

TRATION.
Vice President L. E. Sbopard of the

Order of Hallway Conductors spoko
In plnco of President Qarretson, who,
bo said, was saving his Ideas to tell
them to the railroad executlvos on
Tuesday.

"They are foolish," be exclaimed,
"If they think we will fall for arbitra-
tion by the Interstate Commerco
Commission."

There were whoops of applause all
over the hall.

"The question Is frequently asked In
tho newspapers and elsowhcre. 'Is
thero nny possibility of a atrike7' A
buslnessifrlcud of mlno told me last
week that they havo It In Wall Street
that you men won't atrlko. I ask
yOu Is It so7"

"No-o-o-o- l" came thundering from
all over tho ball In a deep, rolling
chorus.

"Tho conductors," Mr. Shopard con-
tinued, "struck a few years ago. It
lasted only threo days. AVo wouldn't
havo had to atrlko If the companies
hadn't thought wo wero Mulling.
Now, It may bo possible that we shall
have to Inconvenience thp public for
a short time. Would It not be bettor
for every man and woman In thiscountry to bo Inconvenienced for
thirty-si-x or forty-eig- ht hours to
break tho power of this Wall Street
combination?

"We are not seeking trouble. We
don't want trouble. Wo ure going to
get the eight-ho- day. We are like
tho man going against tho bear, who
pr..yed: 'Oh, Lord, If you won't help
me, please don't help that hear and
you'll see the darnedest scrap you
ever looked at! '

"I'm not one of thoso-wh- o are look-
ing for a struggle." he said. "I have
been too long In tho business for that.
I will light for hours across, tho tablo,
fighting honornhly and looking for
every door rather than voto for a
Rtrlke. I believe that tho history and
tho records of our four organizations

comparo favorably with thoso of
any labor organizations as to justlco
and as to results. Unless wo can
securo the eight-hou- r day and the
penalization of lf for
all overtime we might, as well not
come here at all. We're asked every
day, 'Are you going to refuse arbitra-
tion' I didn't r.ome to New York to
crtvo Information.
